From Our Pastor:From Our Pastor:
Dear fellow disciples of Jesus Christ, we read this Sunday from Saint Luke’s Gospel 

about Jesus Christ giving the sermon on the plain (Luke 6:17, 20-26). This is the first 
message that the Twelve Apostles hear Jesus preach after He had selected them to be His 
Apostles. In this sermon, Jesus levels many of our preconceptions. Indeed, He declares 
blessed the poor, the hungry, the weeping, and the hated – for these are the children of 
God who know that they truly need the Redeemer, Jesus Christ. These children are 
blessed because their hearts cry out in longing and expectation for what can only be 
satisfied by God the Father, Son and Holy Spirit. Conversely, the rich, the self-satisfied, 
complacent, and the superficially popular are those whose hearts turn away from the 
Lord by indulging in finite things, in alluring things insufficient to the heart. 

Blessed are they who trust not in themselves, but trust in the Lord by refusing to 
become discouraged by their own fragility, limitations and needs. God calls us blessed 
when we hope not in ourselves, but in Him, in the Lord. This hope in God is, in fact, 
an indisputable sign that Jesus Christ has been crucified and is risen from the dead (1 
Corinthians 15:12-20). We give witness to this hope when we proclaim His life-affirming 
teachings on life, marriage and the family, all the while knowing that people will hate 
and denounce us because of our testimony on account of Jesus Christ, the Son of Man 
– and in such times, Jesus calls us blessed and tells us to rejoice and leap for joy, for our 
reward will be great in Heaven! 

Disciples of Jesus Christ have their hope in God (Father Francis Fernandez, In 
Conversation with God). As Christian disciples, Catholic and protestant, we know 
and accept our own weakness and do not depend inordinately on our own resources. 
In other words, in any undertaking we must use all the human means open to us, the 
gifts and talents that God has given us, yet above all we must rely on God’s grace, His 
strength, and that we must turn to Him in prayer every day. This takes humility, which 
is foundational to our relationship with God. Humility helps us to know and accept 
joyfully that everything good that we have we have received from God. Humility is not 
a matter of despising ourselves, because God does not despise us, for we are the work 
of His hands. Simply put, humility consists in getting the right order of Jesus, Others, 
Yourself – “forgetting” ourselves and sincerely thinking about others. Such interior 
simplicity leads us to be aware that we are children of God. Saint Josemaría Escrivá has 
stated: “At the very moment when everything seems to be collapsing before our eyes, we 
realize that quite the opposite is the case, ‘for You, Lord, are my strength’ (Psalm 42:2). 
If God is dwelling in our soul, everything else, no matter how important it may seem, 
is accidental and transitory, whereas we, in God, stand permanent and firm” (Friends of 
God, #42). In the midst of our frailty, our weaknesses, we turn by God’s grace to His 
mercy, rooted in prayer, and we take our stand together for life, in faith, hope and love, 
in God’s infinite, indestructible strength and firmness, His infinite mercy and love. And 
we trust in our Lord and Savior, Jesus Christ, to bring us all to eternal life in Heaven.

GO MAKE DISCIPLES
This past week in our adult faith formation series Metanoia, Fr. Dave 

Pivonka told the story of a woman who he had met in an airport. 
He was telling her that Jesus wishes to give us all an abundant life. 
Fr. Pivonka was so excited to tell her that this meant a full life: full 
of grace, mercy, peace, joy and love. Her response was to say that 
she didn’t want this. This puzzled him as he thought that everyone 
would want to live in this manner. So he asked her why she did not. 
Her response was, “That kind of life will draw attention to you. And 
I just want to live under the radar.” 

As I heard Fr. Pivonka’s exuberance on living an abundant life in 
Christ, I thought of the “Go Make Disciples” initiative, as well as 
Jesus telling the crowds, “You are the light of the world…. No one 
lights a lamp and sets it under a bushel basket. Instead they set it on 
a stand where it gives light to all in the house. In the same way, your 
light must shine before others so that they may see goodness in your 
acts and give praise to your Heavenly Father” (Mt 5:14-16). I don’t 
know about you, but I want an abundant life! My guess is that you 
do as well. Where do we find that life? In Jesus. And we meet Jesus 
in the four holy habits of prayer, Mass, Reconciliation and acts of 
self-denial. We come to “see” Him with new eyes, minds and hearts 
transformed by these habits.

As the woman pointed out to Fr. Dave, living an abundant life 
draws attention. We want to draw attention, not to ourselves, but 
to Jesus Christ and how God has worked in our lives. Soon we will 
be inviting people from the parish to help make Jesus known, to let 
others know of Jesus’ immense love for them and His invitation to live 
abundantly and know the fullness of life that He desires to give to all.

Reflection: How are you letting the light of Christ shine upon 
others? How willing are you to share your faith with others?
