From Our Pastor:From Our Pastor:
On this Divine Mercy Sunday, the Second Sunday of the Easter Season, we read in 

the Gospel of Saint John 20:19-31, Acts 5:12-16, Psalm 118, and Revelation 1:9-19, 
about the infinite mercy and love of Jesus Christ, as Jesus is always ready to forgive us, 
with divine love, compassion, kindness and generosity. Indeed, by His Passion, Death, 
Resurrection and Ascension, Jesus has rescued us from sin and eternal death, and has 
wrought for us Eternal Life in Heaven. Today, the Church throughout the world also 
concludes a Novena to the Divine Mercy, a nine-day devotional prayer that we began 
on Good Friday.

God calls us to respond to His mercy (His infinite compassion, love and forgiveness): 
to believe in, follow and love Him, and to remember our ABC ’s: Ask for His mercy, Be 
merciful and Completely trust in Him. By God’s grace, amazingly, we can both receive 
and communicate God’s mercy. When we receive His grace in the Sacraments (the Holy 
Eucharist and Confession, for example), Jesus Christ enfolds us in His infinite mercy 
and He strengthens us to be instruments of His mercy and love, to live the spiritual 
and corporal works of mercy, which are charitable actions where we help our neighbors 
in their spiritual and bodily necessities (Catechism of the Catholic Church #2447).

Regarding spiritual and corporal works of mercy, Jesus said that as you did it to one 
of the least of My brothers and sisters, you did it to Me (Matthew 25:31-46; Isaiah 58; 
Hebrews 13); and He tells us to: feed the hungry; give drink to the thirsty; clothe the 
naked; shelter the homeless; visit the sick; visit the imprisoned; and bury the dead. In 
Sacred Scripture and Church history, God calls us to: counsel the doubtful; instruct 
the ignorant; admonish the sinner; comfort the sorrowful; forgive injuries; bear wrongs 
patiently; and pray for the living and the dead.

We can participate in these works of mercy right now, by praying for: the dead; the 
mourning; the sick, injured and suffering, including all who are suffering in any physical, 
spiritual, mental or emotional way; all those caring for the sick and suffering; moms and 
dads and their babies; strong marriages; vocations to the priesthood and religious life; 
the elderly; the orphaned and widowed; the jobless; Ukrainian refugees; a resolution to 
the illegal immigration crisis along our U.S. southern border; all who are experiencing 
economic hardships; the homeless; an end to all wars; peace in the world; and all who 
are serving as first responders and in our U.S. Armed Forces. We can feed the hungry, 
give drink to the thirsty, clothe the naked and shelter the homeless by participating 
in such organizations as our Knights of Columbus and Council of Catholic Women, 
helping with our Family Promise host week, and by giving of our time and treasure to 
our local food pantry at the Jim Hoehl Center, local thrift stores, and various Catholic 
charities, including pro-life groups, such as Pro-Life Wisconsin, Wisconsin Right to 
Life, Grant County Right to Life, Clarity Clinic in Platteville, Women’s Care Center 
in Madison, and Priests for Life. Let us continue to pray: Jesus, have mercy on us and 
on the whole world. And Jesus, I trust in You. Amen. Alleluia!

THE HOLY HABIT OF SUNDAY WORSHIP
In the final episode of Metanoia, Fr. Dave Pivonka, TOR, spoke 

about the “closeness of God” in our lives. Jesus, the Second Person of 
the Holy Trinity, humbled Himself and came to us as a vulnerable, 
little baby, born in a stable. At the end of His public ministry, 
Jesus would again humble Himself and, at the Last Supper, give 
Himself in the gift of the Eucharist. At every Mass, Jesus comes 
intimately close to us as we partake of Him in the Holy Eucharist. 
In the Easter Season, we have the wonderful grace to celebrate 
Jesus’ saving action of His Passion, Death and Resurrection for 50 
days! Because Jesus’ Resurrection occurred on a Sunday, we, His 
disciples, gather on Sundays for worship and are nourished by Him 
in Word and Sacrament. It’s so, so important that we remember 
what Jesus has done for us. We could not redeem or save ourselves. 
Jesus, out of love for sinful, broken humanity, embraced the Cross 
and broke the chains of sin and death on our behalf and rose that 
1st Easter morning. And so we must rejoice and give Him thanks 
and praise. As Pope St. John Paull II said, “We are an Easter people 
and Alleluia is our song!” Easter Sunday was so joyful this year in 
our parish as families gathered and our “Alleluia’s” rang out. May 
this be true for us each and every Sunday!

FULL-TIME JANITOR/MAINTENANCE PERSON 
NEEDED AT SAINT CLEMENT

Please keep praying for Jeff and Bev Kasparek, as they continue 
striving to handle all their many physical and medical challenges. 
Since October 2021, Jeff and Bev have not been able to work 
at Saint Clement Parish (school and church). Before that, from 
November 2020 until June 2021, Jeff was not able to work as he 
recovered from major surgeries. Now, due to health concerns and 
recent surgeries this year, and other challenges that they are now 
striving to handle, both Jeff and Bev cannot return to work at 
Saint Clement. This decision was reached by Jeff, Bev and me at 
a meeting before Holy Week, as we considered their health needs/
challenges and the practical needs/aspects of our parish (school and 
church). Our parish family will certainly miss Jeff and Bev, as we 
thank God for all the good work they’ve done for our parish over 
the years (Jeff was our full-time janitor/maintenance man since 
July 1992, nearly 29 years; Bev was our part-time janitor since 
June 1993, nearly 28 years). When you see them, please make sure 
that you thank them for all their good work here at Saint Clement 
Parish. We plan to have some formal thanks for and recognition 
of their work in the near future.

In November 2020, Tim & Mary Block and Bob & Nancy 
Hoffman volunteered to help Bev with janitorial duties in our 
school, which they did very generously through March 2021. 
The parish and I are very grateful for their wonderful dedicated 
volunteer work. We then hired Bill Lolwing part-time in April 
2021 to help with janitorial and maintenance duties. Jeff returned 
to work in June 2021 in limited capacities. Since October 2021, 
when Jeff and Bev took extended medical leave, we’ve had a series 
of paid part-time janitors, including Bill Lolwing, Darrin Miles, 
Abby Fotzler, and Kenny NeCollins, who worked part-time to 
clean our school and dining hall, while Patricia Leh-Murphy has 
been cleaning our church on Mondays and as needed. Presently, 
Bill, Darrin and Kenny are paid part-time to clean the church and 
dining hall according to a rotating schedule, while Patricia works 
part-time cleaning our church. All four will continue working 
through the end of this school year. Bill Lolwing will work full-
time through this Summer, with janitorial and maintenance duties 
in our school and church. 

All of this leads to the fact that our parish now needs to hire a 
full-time janitor/maintenance person, a job that would begin July 
1 and would coincide with working with Bill Lolwing through 
the Summer. The position will not require snow removal, as we 
plan to continue our contract with Bennett’s (Nate Weber, Travis 
Whitish and crew). Please send letters of inquiry to our parish 
office and/or Father William Vernon by June 1, 2022.
